INSTRUCTIONS

Before Installation

Check that voltage in the power
supply network, to which the device is
connected complies with the value, as
provided in the data plate of the device.

Open the microwave oven door,
take out all accessories and dispose
of the packing materials. Do not
remove the mica cover from the oven
chamber ceiling! The cover protects
the magnetron against fat and food
splatters.

Warning! The front surface of the
microwave oven can be wrapped with
protective film. Before the first use,
carefully remove the film starting from
the inner side.

Make sure that the oven has
no damages.

Make sure that the door is not
distorted and is securely closed, and
that the inner side of the door and front
end sides have no dents. If any damages
are found, contact an authorized service
center.

DO NOT USE THE OVEN, if you find
that the plug or the connecting cable
are damage, the oven does not operate
normally, the oven has been damaged
or dropped. Contact an authorized
service center.

Install the oven on an even stable
surface. Do not install the oven near
heat sources, radio and TV sets.

In the process of installation, make
sure that there are no moisture sources
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near the connecting cable, the cable
does not pass under the oven or contact
with objects having sharp edges. High
temperature can damage the cable.

Warning! Upon installation, make
sure that free access is provided to
the power outlet, to which the cable is
connected.

After Installation

Your microwave oven is equipped
with a connecting cable and a plug for
single-phase connection.

Fixed installation of the oven should
be performed by a qualified technician.
In this case the oven is connected to
power supply using an all-pole switch
with at least 3 mm distance between
the pins.

WARNING! THE DEVICE MUST BE
GROUNDED.

The manufacturer and the seller
shall not be liable for any damage to
people, animals or property caused by
a failure to comply with the installation
conditions.

The oven will operate only when the
door is properly closed.

After the first use, clean the oven
chamber and the accessories in
accordance with the instructions, as
provided in Microwave Oven Cleaning
and Maintenance section.

Place the turntable drive in the
center of the oven chamber, then
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place the turntable roller support and
the turntable tray on top, and make sure
that the center of the tray is accurately
fixed on the drive. All components of
the turntable must be properly installed
in the chamber, when the oven is used.
The turntable rotates both clockwise
and counterclockwise.

MICROWAVE BENEFITS

In traditional ovens, heat generated
outside by an electric heating element
or a gas burner, gradually penetrates
into products. Thus, more energy is
consumed to heat the air, oven parts
and cookware or dinnerware.

In a microwave oven, heat is
generated in the products and carried
from the inside towards the outer
surface. Heat is not consumed to heat
the air, inner walls of the oven and
cookware and dinnerware (if suitable
for use in a microwave oven), i.e. only
food is heated.

Microwave ovens provide the
following benefits:
1. Cooking time is reduced: in

average you can save up to 75% of time,
as compared with traditional ovens.
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2. Extremely quick defrosting of
products allows mitigation of bacterial
growth hazard.

3. Energy saving.

4. Nutritional value saving by
reduction of the cooking time.

5. Easy cleaning.

Operation of the Microwave
Oven

The microwave oven is equipped
with a high-voltage instrument, a
magnetron, which converts electric
energy into microwaves. Microwaves
generated by the magnetron are
supplied into the oven chamber by the
waveguide and evenly distributed by a
metal impeller (dissector) or using the
turntable.

Inside the oven chamber,microwaves
reflect from metal walls, spread in all
directions and evenly penetrate into
products.

Heating of Products

Most products contain water, and
water molecules start vibrating under
the influence of microwaves.

Friction of molecules against each
other results in heat, which increases
the temperature of products and allows
cooking, defrosting and keeping them
hot.

As heating takes place inside the
products:

S they can be cooked without
water and fats or wit small quantities
of the same;

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Basic Defrost Recommendations

Use only cookware or dinnerware
suitable for microwave ovens
(china, glass, suitable plastic) for
defrost.

Weight Defrost mode and the
respective tables relate to
defrosting of whole products.
Defrost time depends on the
quantity and size of products.
Always control the process.
Distribute the product evenly in
the container.

If possible, distribute the product
evenly in the oven. Place the
thick part of fish and chicken legs
closer to the container edges. The
most tender parts of a product
can be protected with pieces of
aluminium foil. Important: check
that the foil does not contact
with inner surfaces of the oven,
otherwise electric arc can be
generated.

In defrost mode, turn over large
pieces several times.

Distribute a product as evenly as
possible: thin and narrow pieces
thaw quicker than thick and wide
ones.

Fat products, such as butter,
cream cheese and cream, should
preferable not be fully defrosted.
If you let them stand at room
temperature, they will be ready
for eating in a few minutes. If you
find pieces of ice in deeply frozen
cream after thawing, stir the cream
before serving.

for cooking in a microwave oven
into the oven and remove the
cover.

Pour out liquid formed during
thawing of products, especially
chicken. Always avoid contact of
this liquid with other products.

2 For cooking or heating, stab

the skin or jacket of products (such as
apples, tomatoes, potatoes, sausages...)

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2 Check that the container is
suitable for microwave ovens before
use (refer to Suitable Cookware or
Dinnerware section).

S When products with small
content of moisture (e.g. bread
defrosting, popcorn  maize) are
cooked, evaporation is very quick. The
microwave oven starts operating as an
empty one. In this case products can
burn, and the oven with the container
can be damaged. Thus, set an exact
duration of cooking and always control
the process.

9 Heating of large quantities of oil
(deep fat frying) in a microwave oven is
not allowed.

S Take ready meals out of the
package, as it is not always suitable for
use in a microwave oven. Then follow
the producer’s instructions.

9 If you use multiple containers
(e.g.cups) at a time, place the containers
on the turntable evenly.

2 Do not close plastic packages
with metal clips. Use plastic clips
instead. Stab the package in several
spots so that steam can escape.

> Make sure that the temperature
of the products being cooked or heated
is minimum 70°C.

< In the process of cooking steam
can condense at the oven door and start
dripping. It is a normal condition, which
is more typical for spaces with a lower
temperature and does not affect safe
operation of the oven. After cooking,
wipe the condensate off the door.
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2 When liquids are heated, use
wide-mouth containers so that steam
can escape freely.

Cook dishes in accordance with the
instructions and taking into account the
time and power, as recommended in the
table.

Dish cooking parameters are for
reference only and depend on the condition
of the products, their temperature,
moisture content and type. Reduce or
increase the duration of cooking or power
level considering original properties of the
products.

Cooking with Microwaves...

1. The more products you want to
cook, the more time you will need.
Please keep in mind that:

2 twice more products > twice
more time,

> twice less products > twice less
time.

2. The lower the temperature of a
product is, the more time is needed for
cooking.

3. Products with high moisture
content are heated quicker.

4. To obtain successful results,
distribute products evenly on the
turntable. Placing thick pieces closer to
the edge, and thin pieces closer to the
center, you can cook multiple product
types at a time.
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5.1f you open the door in the process of cooking, the oven will stop automatically.
Cooking resumes as soon as you close the door and touch START control.

6. Dishes, which are cooked under a cover, require less cooking time and retain
their nutritive properties better. Covers should be transparent for microwave
radiation and have small holes for stem escape.

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COOKING WITH GRILL
To get a better result of cooking with grill, use the metal rack supplied with the oven.
Place the rack so that it is not in contact with metal surfaces of the oven chamber,
otherwise there is a risk of electric arc and damage to the oven.

IMPORTANT NOTES!

1. At first use of the microwave oven, you can feel an odour and smoke coming from
oil used in manufacture of the oven.

2.1n the process of cooking with grill, the oven door is strongly heated. Do not allow
children to come close to the oven.

3. In the process of grill operation, the chamber walls and rack are strongly heated.
Use cooking gloves.

4.1f grill is activated for a long time, the heating element can be deactivated by the
safety thermostat.

5. Important! If you are going to cook in a container, including with grill, make sure
that the container is suitable for use in a microwave oven (refer to Suitable Cookware or
Dinnerware section).

6. In the process of cooking with grill, fat can splatter over the heating element and
burn.This is not a problem and does not affect operation of the oven.

7. After cooking, thoroughly remove remnants of food from the inner surfaces and
accessories to prevent burning.

After half time, check the progress of cooking and turn over products or add oil
or fat, as necessary.

Grill is ideal for frying thin slices of meat and fish. In the process of cooking
thin slices require to be turned over once, while thicker slices require several turns.
If you cook fish, coil it by putting the tail in the mouth, and place the fish in that
position onto the metal rack.

Microwaves + Grill mode is ideal for quick cooking and crisping of the top of a
dish.

Microwaves Mode

When using microwaves, please
keep in mind that they reflect from
metal surfaces, while they pass through
glass, china, clay, plastic and paper.

For that reason, metal frying pans
and cookware, as well as containers with
metal parts and decoration may not be
used in a microwave oven. Decorated
and metal-containing glass and clay
cookware (e.g.lead crystal glass) are not
suitable for use in a microwave oven.

Ideal materials for a microwave oven
are glass, high temperature-resistant
china, clay and plastic. Extremely thin
and fragile glass are better for short
cooking (e.g. heating).

Hot food gives heat to cookware or
dinnerware, thus Therefore always use
kitchen gloves!

Checking the  Cookware or
Dinnerware to Be Used in a Microwave
Oven

Place a container you want to use
in the oven and set the time to 20 and
power to maximum.

If the container remains cold or just
slightly heated upon expiration of this
period, it is suitable for microwaves.
If the container is strongly heated
or causes sparking, such cookware
or dinnerware are not suitable for a
microwave oven.

Grill and Convection Mode

For cooking with grill, cookware or
dinnerware must withstand minimum
temperature of 300°C.

A
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Plastic cookware or dinnerware are
not suitable for use with grill.

Microwaves + Grill Mode

For Microwaves + Grill mode,
cookware or dinnerware must comply
with the requirements to use both with
microwaves and grill.

Aluminium Containers and Foil

Ready meals in  aluminium
containers and foil can be placed in a
microwave oven taking into account the
following:

=) Follow  the
recommendations
package.

2 Aluminium containers may not
be higher than 3 cm and be in contact
with the oven chamber walls (minimum
distance - 3 cm). Aluminium cover
should be removed, if any.

2 Place an aluminium container
directly on the turntable. If metal rack
is used, place the container on a china
tray. Aluminium containers may not be
placed directly on the metal rack!

o Cooking time increases, as
microwaves penetrate into products
from the top only. In case of any doubt,
it is better to use the cookware or
dinnerware suitable for a microwave
oven.

< Aluminium foil is used to
reflect microwaves in the process of
defrosting. Wrap edges or exposed parts
of tender products, such as poultry or
stuffing, with foil to protect them from
overheating.

2 Important! Aluminium foil must
not be in contact with the oven chamber
walls, as this may cause an electric arc.

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MICROWAVE OVEN
CLEANING AND
MAINTENANCE

Cleaning is almost the only
maintenance operation required for the
microwave oven.

Warning! Clean the oven regularly.
Clean the remnants of food at the
chamber walls. If you do not keep the
oven clean, its surfaces will deteriorate,
which will reduce the service life of the
device and lead to a potential hazard.

Warning! Disconnect the oven from
power supply before cleaning. Unplug
the connecting cable from the outlet
and switch off the circuit breaker.

Do not use corrosive or abrasive
cleaning agents, or abrasives, which
can scratch the oven surfaces, or sharp
objects, as they can leave stains or
damages at the surfaces. Do not use
high-pressure and steam cleaning
devices.

A

Front surfaces

It is generally enough to wipe
the oven with a wet cloth. If the oven
is badly fouled, add a few drops of
dishwashing detergent into water. After
cleaning with a detergent, clean the
oven with a dry cloth.

Use a glass cleaner and a non-
shedding soft cloth to clean the
aluminium front panel. Wipe from side
to side without any pressure on the
surface.

Immediately wipe away any scale,
fat, starch and eggwhite stains, as they
can cause rust.
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Avoid water entering the oven

chamber.

Inner surfaces

After each use, clean the chamber
walls with a soft cloth: it is the simplest
way to remove the remnants of food and
splatters deposited at the walls in the
process of cooking. To remove difficult
stains, use non-corrosive cleaners. Do
not use oven sprays and other corrosive
and abrasive cleaning agents.

Always keep clean the door and the
end surfaces of the oven, as this will
ensure the door is properly opened and
closed.

Make sure that water does not enter
the oven vents.

Regularly take out the turntable
with drive and clean the bottom of the
chamber, especially when a liquid has
been spilled.

Do not turn on the microwave oven
without the turntable and drive in place.

If the chamber surfaces are badly
fouled, put a cup of water onto the
turntable and turn the oven on for 2-3
minutes at maximum microwave power.
Steam will soften the dirt, and the oven
can be wiped with a soft cloth.

To remove offensive odours in the
oven (e.g. after cooking of fish) add
several drops of lemon juice in a cup of
water. Put a teaspoon or a coffee spoon
into the cup to prevent boiling.
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Heat the water for 2-3 minutes at
maximum microwave power.

MICROWAVE OVEN CLEANING
AND MAINTENANCE

Oven Chamber Ceiling

If the chamber ceiling is badly
fouled, the grill heating element can be
pulled down.

To avoid burns,wait until the heating
element cools down completely. Pull
down the grill as follows:

1. Turn the lock pin by 90° (1).

2. Gently pull down the grill (2). Do
not apply any force, as this can damage
the oven.

3. After you have cleaned the ceiling,
install the heating element in place (2)
in the same way as you pulled it down.

Always keep the mica cover (3)
located at the chamber ceiling clean.
Remnants of food at the cover can cause
damage or sparking.

Do not use abrasive cleaning agents
or sharp objects.

To avoid risk, do not remove the
mica cover.

The lamp cover (4) is located at
the chamber ceiling and can be easily
removed for cleaning. You need to
unscrew the cover and wash it with
water and a dishwashing detergent.

Hardware

Clean the hardware after each use.

If the accessories are badly fouled, first
soak them in water, then clean with a
brush and a sponge. Hardware can be
washed in a dish washer.

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Keep the turntable tray and drive
constantly clean. Make sure that the
tray and the drive are in their place
before turning the microwave oven on.
